Close your mouth a
returnto your place. (If the Host i
dipped in the chalice, you receive
this way, directly in the mouth)

If you receive from the chalice, rep

Take it firmly in both hands an
carefully drink a little, then hand
back to he priest or eucharisti
minister and return to your place.

It shows respect if you keep yo
hands joined while you walk back
your place.
